Harbour Event Details Announced

The 30-day countdown has begun for the largest international festival in North 
America in close to a decade. 
 
Activity and venue details were announced today, June 17, for the Halifax 
Harbour portion of Tall Ships Nova Scotia 2009. Ships arrive on Thursday, July 
16; activities for the public take place Friday, July 17, to Sunday, July 20. 
 
Bluenose II, Nova Scotia's ambassador Tall Ship and part of the event, was the 
backdrop for the announcement. 
 
"It takes a whole community to welcome the world and we are ready to do just 
that in 30 days," said Colin MacLean, president and CEO of Waterfront 
Development Corporation Ltd., which is organizing the event. "Our partners, 
volunteers, and outport communities have certainly helped bring us to this 
exciting point." 
 
Highlights this year include fireworks, an international crew parade organized by 
the Downtown Halifax Business Commission, Canadian Navy Centennial 
programming, entertainment stages, family fun zones and the closing parade of 
sail. 
 
Dartmouth waterfront will once again be home to the popular Pirate's Landing. 
 
The fireworks Night Cap will be set off Thursday, Friday and Saturday evenings, 
north of Georges Island, at about 9:30 p.m. Two entertainment stages, Keith's 
Festival Plaza and Pogue's Wharf, will offer live Maritime music daily until 
midnight. 
 
"The Halifax waterfront will look amazing," said Leanne Strathdee, event director 
for Tall Ships Nova Scotia 2009. "Whether you stand at the Casino, or the 
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Seaport, looking north or south, you will see spars, masts and rigging, all the way 
up, and down the waterfront. 
 
"We want to provide information for everyone to have the best possible Tall Ships 
experience." 
 
There will be four zones on the Halifax side and one in Dartmouth offering 
information booths, kiosks for ticket to board ships, family rest areas, 
merchandise, food, entertainment and activity options. The kiosks will also serve 
as lost child centres. 
 
On the waterfront, advance ticket holders can obtain boarding bracelets as a 
priority ticket holder. 
 
In addition to Pirate's Landing on the Dartmouth side, Amistad, Peers Fancy, and 
a Kingston Class vessel from the Canadian Navy will be open to the public. 
 
"We are proud to welcome these ships and exhibitors," said Bea MacGregor, 
executive director of Alderney Landing. "On Sunday, as part of the Canadian 
Naval centennial celebration, shore re-enactors participating in the Longboat 
Flotilla will cross the harbour to Alderney Landing and join the community for a 
breakfast." 
 
A key element of a large-scale event like this is transportation alternatives. Metro 
Transit is partnering with organizers to provide additional bus and ferry services 
as well as a waterfront shuttle. 
 
"We want to ensure people have a variety of transportation options during Tall 
Ships and to ensure safe and easy access to the downtown core," said Lori 
Patterson, manager, public affairs, Metro Transit. 
 
The visit to Nova Scotia is part of the Tall Ships Atlantic Challenge. Ships are 
currently headed towards Charleston, South Carolina. 
 
Opening ceremonies will be July 16 at the Maritime Museum of the Atlantic. The 
highlight July 20 will be the Parade of Sail as most of ships race off to Belfast. 
Some of the ships will visit outport communities across the province.

As part of this summer’s Tall Ships event, Canada’s Navy is conducting a symbolic re‐enactment 
of the Founding of the Royal Navy Dockyard in Halifax. The Dockyard was founded in 1759, 
marking the permanent establishment of the Navy in Halifax – a tradition unbroken to this day. 
The 2009 gathering of Tall Ships also kicks off celebrations for the centennial anniversary of the 
Canadian Navy. 
 
The re‐enactment will consist of a Flotilla, or a collection of 18th Century longboat replicas, sailed 
by volunteers from around North America, in the period dress of the Royal Navy of 1759. 
Portraying Dockyard founder, Rear Admiral Philip Durell, of the Royal Navy will be Canadian Vice 
Admiral (retired) Duncan Miller, accompanied by his wife Ann as Mrs. Durell.  
 
On the afternoon of Saturday, July 18, from 1:30to 3:00 pm, this Flotilla will land Admiral Rear 
Admiral and Mrs. Durell, and a supporting body of “sailors” and “marines”, at Bishop’s Landing 
on the Halifax waterfront, where Admiral Miller will present to the modern Navy a replica 18th 
century telescope. This gift marks the old Navy “turning over the watch” to the modern Navy, 
commemorating both the Dockyard’s founding and marking the commencement of the 
Canadian Naval Centennial, which will last through 2010. 
 
Flying the Red Ensign of the Royal Navy’s Red Squadron, the Longboat Flotilla and its crews will 
present a colorful and accurate picture of the look of the sailors who brought the Navy “home” 
to Halifax for the first time. 
 
Vice‐Admiral Philip Durell, 1707‐1766  
 
Born in New Jersey, Phillip Durell entered the Canadian Navy at the age of 13 in 1721. After 
serving for 10 years, he was promoted to Lieutenant in 1731 and later to Captain in 1742. He 
served during the first siege of Louisbourg in 1748 when British forces captured Louisbourg from 
its French defenders. While also serving during the second siege of Louisbourg in 1758 when the 
British re‐ claimed their rule. 
 
It was during his time while serving in the 1758 siege that (then) Captain Durell established and 
set up the Halifax Naval Dockyards.  
 
As a reward for the recapture of Louisbourg, one year later he was named Rear‐Admiral of the 
Blue in 1759, later to become Vice‐Admiral and the highest ranking he held in his life‐time in 
1762.  
 
It was August 23, 1766, while commanding on the North Atlantic Station, Vice‐Admiral Philip 
Durell died at sea, of food poisoning. He is buried in Halifax’s St. Paul’s Church, the oldest
